The OFRW Spring Conference will be held on Saturday, April 24, 2010 ─ at the Wright Patterson 
Club on the Wright Patterson Air Force Base, east of Dayton. Our Keynote Speaker will be George 
Sleigh. Mr. Sleigh was on the 91

st
 floor of the World Trade Center’s North Tower, when it was struck by 

an American Airlines 767, fully loaded with 15,000 gallons of jet fuel.  This was the first of three attacks on 
our country that day. 

The Executive Committee and Board of Directors of the Ohio Federation of Republican Women 
announce there will be a dinner and board meeting the evening before the conference. These will both be 
held in the Fireside Room of the Wright Patterson Club. Dinner will be at 5:30 p.m. and the meeting will 
convene at 7 p.m. 

On Friday afternoon, we have a tour scheduled at Fisher/Nightingale house. We will meet first at 
3:15 at the Wright Patterson Club parking lot. There is limited parking at Fisher/Nightingale House, so car 
pooling is necessary. If you recall, in 2008 and 2009, Caring for America’s Chairman, Beth West chose 
this project for OFRW support.  It should be very interesting to see what they are doing.

Please remember, we are guests of The United States Air Force and Wright Patterson Air Force Base. Guests 
will not be allowed on base unless they have registered for the day(s) they wish to attend an activity. The name 
given on the registration will be used for the list given to base security. This name must be the same as that on 
the person’s state issued driver’s license or identification card, which must be shown at the security gate at 
time of entry. 

Entry to Wright Patterson Air Force Base will be allowed ONLY through Gate 12A. 

At the gate, you will give your name and show your photo ID. If the name appearing on your photo ID matches 
the name you gave on your registration form, you will be checked off and allowed to enter the base. 

Please be aware of the following regulations while you are on base: 

Must wear seat belt and you may not talk on a cellular phone while you are driving! 
Please observe posted speed limits. 

    
Coming from the East or West on Interstate 70, access Ohio 444 from Interstate 675 Southbound. 

Coming from the north on Interstate 75, take Interstate 70 East and follow above directions. 
Coming from the South on Interstate 75, take Route 4 North to Route 444. 

     Take State Rt. 444 to Gate 12A, proceed to guard station. Important: you will not be allowed in any gate 
other than 12-A 
     Once leaving the guard station, proceed straight ahead ─ this is Chidlaw Road.  

1) Stay on Chidlaw Road, watching for roads going to your left. 
2) Turn left onto Yount Road – or, if you miss it, turn left on Schlatter. Both will become  

Lahm Circle. 
3) Wright Patterson Club will be on your left. 
4)  Parking for club is on the left and right of Lahm Circle.
